Applications are sought for a Water Quality Specialist for an ongoing research project at the MacArthur Agro-ecology Research Center (MAERC), a division of Archbold Biological Station. Archbold is an independent, non-profit research institute devoted to long-term research in central Florida. MAERC, established in 1988, is located at a 4,000 ha full-scale commercial cattle ranch that encompasses varied pastures, prairies, and drainage wetlands. Ongoing research programs emphasize the relationships between commercial cattle and citrus production, spatial and temporal distribution of wildlife populations, and water quality. The novel interdisciplinary approach examines the interface between ecological integrity and economic viability in a working agricultural landscape. MAERC conducts collaborative research with Archbold Biological Station, Institute for Food and Agricultural Sciences - University of Florida, South Florida Water Management District, and the Florida Cattlemen’s Association.

The Water Quality Specialist, a permanently funded position, will be expected to oversee existing research projects, in particular the sixteen experimental pastures with water quality and meteorological instrumentation to study the effect of beef cattle management practices on water quality. The position entails supervision of Research Assistants, cooperation with collaborating researchers, data management, project management and budgeting, engineering design, and instrumentation programming and maintenance. A B.S. degree in a related field is required. Experience with computer programming and data management, web site development, Campbell Scientific’s CR10 data loggers, ISCO automatic water samplers, and working in agricultural landscapes is a plus.

Research facilities at Archbold and MAERC include basic laboratories, an excellent library, computer networks, and GIS. Salary is commensurate with experience. Housing is available on-site.
